Prescription Drug assistance for
Senior Citizens living in
Livingston County.

The Livingston County Prescription Drug
Discount Program was created by the
Livingston County Board of Commis-
sioners for County residents who have
no available prescription drug coverage.
This offsets some of the costs of current
prescription drugs.

This group discount is offered through
the Ingham Health Plan Corporation and
applies to most medicines that your
doctor prescribes, excluding over-the-
counter drugs.

To Qualify
· An applicant must be disabled or 60

years of age or older.

· A resident of Livingston County.

· There must also be no other form
of prescription coverage used.

Benefits Include
· No enrollment costs to the

applicant.

· The program allows participants to
save an average of 20-30% off
regular prescription drug prices at
participating pharmacies.

· Discounts varying depending on
drug type.

· Enrollment in the program allows
opportunity to qualify for other
available services.

• STEP 1
Take your prescription and
your Livingston County
Prescription Drug Discount
Card to your pharmacy.
Almost all pharmacies
participate in the program,
and most prescriptions
are covered.

• STEP 2
The pharmacist will then fill
your prescription and charge
you the discounted price.
Without this discount, you
will have to pay full cost.
The price you pay may vary
from pharmacy to pharmacy
and from drug to drug.

• STEP 3
Be sure to show your card
for refills.
