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Immunization

Shingles Vaccine
We have seen an increased interest in the shingles vaccine (Zoster Vaccine) the past
severa months. Zoster Vaccine is recommended for all persons aged 60 years and older who have no
contraindications, including persons who report a previous episode of zoster or who have chronic medical
conditions. The June 6, 2008 MMWR Recommendations and Reports Volume 57(05), Prevention of Herpes
Zoster, isavailable on the CDC website at www.cdc.gov/mmwr/preview/mmwrhtml/rr5705al.htm.

The Livingston County Department of Public Health can administer the Zoster V accine during the Wednesday
wak-in immunization clinics. The clinic hours are Wednesdays from 8:30 AM until 4:30 PM, with extended
hours on the second and fourth Wednesdays of the month until 7:00 PM.

Thereis acharge for all adult vaccines, including Zoster Vaccine. Livingston County Department of Public
Health does not bill any insurance companies for vaccine costs or administration fees. Clients who choose to
receive vaccines at the immunization clinic will be expected to pay at the time of service and can receive a
detailed receipt to submit to their insurance company if they are able to request reimbursement.

Clients must contact their insurance provider before they come to clinic to determine whether the Zoster
Vaccine is acovered benefit under their plan. Insurance coverage for the shingles vaccine is variable depending
on the insurance carrier or specific plan. Clients who have Medicare Part D for their prescription drug coverage
will need to check to seeif their plan covers the vaccine and ask if their plan will reimburse them any of the
costs associated with the vaccine or administration fees. To check their Medicare plan, clients can call 1-800-
Medicare.

Clients without insurance coverage for the Zoster Vaccine may qualify for a special, time limited program to
assist with some of the cost of the vaccine.
